· Participant Information - Parent and student’s contact information including name, address, phone number(s), e-mail addresse(s)
· School Information -  School name, address, your current grade, your GPA (if applicable)
· School references – You will be asked to provide the name, title, phone number, e-mail address, and position/subject taught for two current/recent teachers, or other school references (guidance counselor, dean, etc). We will e-mail both references to supply a letter of recommendation form. We encourage you to contact each person in advance so that they know to expect our e-mail.
· Answers to the following: 

· List of extracurricular activities including sports, community service, after school class, workshops, school newspaper, etc. (up to 1000 characters)
· List any academic, community, athletic honors or awards (up to 1000 characters)
· Do you have current CPR/BLS training?

· What skills set you apart from other high school students (up to 1000 characters)
· What do you hope to accomplish in the course of the program? What do you hope to gain from the experience? (200 words, not to exceed 1000 characters)
· Nurses play a crucial role in the delivery of health care and in the discovery of new information in improve the health and well being of individuals, communities and societies. Discuss an experience or experiences in your life that lead you to identify nursing as a career option. (up to 6000 characters)
· $100 non-refundable application fee, payable by credit card or personal check

· $800 non-refundable* deposit, payable by credit card or e-check. (*If you are not accepted to the program, or the program fills before your application is complete, your deposit will be refunded.)
You’ll need to submit the following to complete your application for admission:

· Copy of academic transcript which must include Fall 2011 grades
· Two letters of recommendation completed by current or recent teachers. While we will contact each recommender via e-mail, you are encouraged to follow up to ensure that letters are completed in a timely manner.
· Telephone Interview: Some applicants will be required to complete a professional phone interview with a member of the admissions staff. After receipt of your completed application, you may be contacted to schedule an interview which generally lasts 20 - 30 minutes.
